Draw will take place in evening, Mon August 22.  All running orders are FINAL.
Any competitor whose bitch is in season must notify the Trials Secretary before starting time on the day the bitch is to run (ISDS rulebook).  Bitches in heat will run at the end of the list of competitors in that class on each day.  
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Directions:  
1.  From East (via Crow’s Nest Pass), take Hwy 3 West.  Take BC 95A exit north towards Kimberley, go about 12 km then right onto Mission Wycliffe Road. Make IMMEDIATE left onto Pighin Rd.  Go 3-5 minutes and right onto Foster Rd.  Follow the signs.
 2.  From Radium Hot Springs, go south on 95/93 towards Kimberley. Hwy changes to 95A, and continue into Kimberley. Turn left at stop light towards Cranbrook (still 95A, also called Warren and then Wallinger Rd).  Go about 13 km then left onto Mission Wycliffe Road. Make IMMEDIATE left onto Pighin Rd.  Go 3-5 minutes and right onto Foster Rd.  Follow the signs.
3.  From West (via Hwy 3).  Stay on Hwy 3 right through Cranbrook, then take Kimberley exit (Hwy 95A north).  Go about 12 km then right onto Mission Wycliffe Road. Make IMMEDIATE left onto Pighin Rd.  Go3-5 minutes and right onto Foster Rd.  Follow the signs.

Qualifications

Western Canadians: To qualify, handler and dog team must place in the top half of an open trial at least one time between August 1, 2010 and July 31, 2011, and you must be a member of a western provincial association by July 31, 2011.   Membership must be obtained before qualifying.  

Western Canadian Nursery Trial: A Nursery dog is eligible to compete if its third birthday falls on or after July 1, 2011.  No other requirements except membership of a western provincial association by July 31, 2011.

Canadian Championship Trial: All Handlers must be CBCA members in good standing for the current year, and all entered dogs must be registered with the CBCA.  Membership and registration applications and payment MUST be postmarked by June 1st, 2011, to be eligible.  In addition, each dog and handler team must have competed in at least 1 (one) trial in Canada in the previous year to that in which the team wishes to compete in the CBCA Championship Trial. (Note the trial year begins on August 1 and ends on July 31)  

Canadian Championship Nursery Trial.  As with the open, all handlers must be CBCA members and entered dogs must be registered with the CBCA.  Membership and registration applications and payment MUST be postmarked by June 1st, 2011, to be eligible.  Nursery dog is eligible to compete if its third birthday falls on or after July 1, 2011. 

The Western Canadian and Canadian Double Lift Finals, on August 28, will be the top 10 WCF and the top 10 Canadian entries, based on the accumulated score of the two prior runs.  
Note: If dog is running in both W. Cdn and Cdn championships, its two open runs count towards both championships (ie: although entered in both, the dog will run only one time each day).
